The most common type seen in the market place. In fact, Mecano were the
first to introduce the “Bolt-up” system into the commercial market place back
in 1987 specifically for the larger Industrial Sheds. When seen on display, this
design is not as easy as it looks to piece together and can be difficult to set
out. The portals have to be carefully aligned with each frame height and
width being set out exact. Separate wall and roof battens are attached once the
main portals are braced. The other time-consuming problem is the doorways
and window openings. They can be tricky, needing extra skill and patience.
Portal frame sheds are best suited for the larger spans. The only advantage for
its domestic use is if the shed will be used where hosing and cleaning occurs
regularly and may cause rust where the frame contacts the slab. In an
Industrial or Commercial application, the waste can escape though the ridges
on the wall cladding where provision is made for waste, but in most domestic
cases this may potentially be an environmental hazard.
